For the safety of your children please park your car in the lot and walk to the school yard to meet your child.  The lot is busy with many cars arriving and leaving, some in a hurry. All students in grades JK to 5 must be picked up in the school yard.  Thank you for your cooperation.

Volleyball practices and tryouts are or will be underway by next week, as I anticipate having four teams (2 competitive leagues and 2 developmental leagues) that will represent Christ the King and the Royals name in the Manitoba Catholic Schools Athletic Association (MCAA) this season.  Our league volleyball meeting is this coming Tuesday to decide on scheduling and the number of teams participating.

The season will start on October 6th.  Anyone wishing to volunteer coach the grade 7 boy’s developmental team, and the grade 7 girls developmental squad, please let me know as soon as possible.  If no coaches are in place by the start of the season, there will be no team.  I do not want the students to lose out if at all possible.
